New business 

A. Update on volunteers needed – Volunteers are still needed for Stars and Stripes (Wednesday, Thursday), the NUFA booth (Thursday, Friday), judging the Exhibitor’s Competition (Thursday), and introducing speakers (Thursday, Friday, Saturday).

1.  Stars and Stripes – NUFA volunteers are needed to be Stripes for both Wednesday (9-11pm) and Thursday (8-10pm) evenings.  (There is an error in the Convocation schedule.  It should read on Thursday, March 22, ″8:00-10:00pm Evening with the Stars and Stripes″.)  Discussion ensued, mostly about what Stripes should/can do during the event.  Randy volunteered to be a Stripe for both evenings.  
2.  UAAO/NUFA/PAAO Auction – Discussion revolved around the types of items that have been donated in the past.  Courtney attempted acquiring donations.  Allison offered to approach the A.T. Still Museum for a donation to NUFA for the auction.  Randy offered to approach the TUCOM OMM Department faculty for a donation.  Brieanna offered to ask the TUCOM library for a dontation.  Funds raised through the auction will go into NUFA’s account to be used as the NUFA organization deems necessary (expenses for copies to members, signs, supplies, etc.)  Other funds come from the AAO, the Exhibitor’s Competition, and book sales.  
3.  Introductions – Allison volunteered to introduce Dr. Paulus on Thursday, 8am, and Dr. Willard on Thursday, 2pm.  
4.  Exhibitor’s Competition – All exhibitors will be solicited to participate in the the competition.  Registration fee is $25.  The top three exhibitors will be given different sized, free advertisements in ″The Still Point″ for one year.  NUFA members will be the judges.  Judging criteria will be receptiveness to students, osteopathic relevance, presentation, and content of information.  Judging will take place on Thursday.  Awards will be given on Friday.  Courtney and Brieanna agreed to be judges.  Judging ballots will be available at the NUFA booth.
