New business 

A.  Summer meeting with AAO Education Committee – As a member of the UAAO Executive Council, Renee will be attending this meeting on August 11-12, in Indianapolis.  While there, the UAAO Executive Council would also meet.  She wanted to get some feedback from the group.

1.  AAO Convocation – Renee would voice concerns that were discussed at prior NUFA online meetings (more rooms available in the block, NUFA reception, NUFA members treating other NUFA members at a time other than during Stars and Stripes, avoiding scheduling conflicts between NUFA programs and other events).  Renee asked the group about to what extent NUFA members should be involved in the Stars and Stripes.  A discussion ensued.  Multiple viewpoints were voiced.  A consensus was not reached, however, it should be noted that a consensus was not desired. 
2.  NUFA Fundraisers – The current fundraising effort is the OMM Review Book.  At the last Convocation, NUFA acquired funds through items donated specifically to NUFA for the UAAO/NUFA Silent Auction and from the Exhibitor’s Competition.  Jenny mentioned that books could be sold at the NUFA booth at Convocation.  Alberto mentioned that residency programs (PM&R, FM+NMM) may be willing spend some money to talk to the NUFA population. 
3.  AAO CME (student perspective) – This agenda item was not introduced during the online meeting due to time constraints.

Old business


A. “NUFA Connections” – The newsletter is to be distributed 6 times a year.  The next issue will be available at the end of August or early September.  Alberto will be emailing NUFA members about 3 JAOA articles, asking for members to submit summaries of these articles.  He asked for Chapter Liaisons to remind their fellows about submitting bios and pictures, so they can be included in the upcoming issue.  Pictures are wanted of NUFA members interacting with their school’s Class of 2010.  Also, the deadline has been extended for the associated editor positions.  He asked those in attendance to encourage their fellows to consider applying for these positions.  Renee agreed to include these concerns in her email to Chapter Liaisons.

B.  OMM Review Book – No questions have been submitted to Courtney or Jenny.  Angela was confident that OUCOM would be submitting questions soon.  Jenny is working on some.  Alberto would ask his fellows to contribute.  Renee agreed to include these concerns in her in her upcoming email.

C.  NUFA Website – There is nothing to report at this time.

D.  Renaming of the OMM Fellowship – Renee reported to the group that a report would have to be sent to the AAO Board of Trustees, indicating the group’s recommendation to change its name and the rationale for wanting to do so.  The Board would have to approve that recommendation.  If approved, only the name of the AAO organization would be changed (currently it is National Undergraduate Fellowship Association).  The deans of each Osteopathic medical school control the title of their respective program.  However, NUFA could make a recommendation to all the deans for a title of the program.  Those in attendance favored pursuing a name change.  Before voting on a name change or what the new name would be, all thought that it would be best to alert all the chapters of the situation.  The plan is to publicize the issue, increase meeting attendance, and then entertain a vote.   Renee would include this issue in her email to Chapter Liaisons.  Alberto agreed to include it in the upcoming newsletter.  A progress report will follow at the next online meeting.
