New Business


A.  Title of the Undergraduate Fellowship – Currently there is inconsistency in the title of the OMM fellowship program from school to school.  Alberto stated that the term “Pre-doctoral fellowship” is more common and more well-known in NIH.  The term “Undergraduate” is confusing since many do not know if it refers to someone who has already achieved or in the process of achieving an undergraduate degree.  He also stated that Dr. Sandhouse (faculty at NSUCOM, ECOP representative) mentioned to him that there is a movement within ECOP to standardized the name of the fellowship program in U.S. schools.  Alberto then pointed out that this may be an opportunity for NUFA to make a statement on standardizing the name of the fellowship program to the AAO and AOA.  The movement within ECOP may be to standardize the work, learning, and objectives in each school’s program so that the fellowship may be applied toward an NMM board certification.  Jessica and Courtney both brought up the issue that the fellowship programs are funded differently and are structured differently at various schools.  Renee agreed to look into the topic from the AAO perspective and report back to the group.  Further action will be decided upon after the report is made.
