How many fellows are currently in your fellowship?

How many new fellows are chosen every year?

How much teaching do you do? 
We do alot of tutoring!!! We can do lectures/labs on an optional basis.
How much treating do you get to do?
We have one half day of clinic for each fellow (M-F, 1-4pm) where we treat students and their spouses.
Are there research opportunities?
Yes, personally with the faculty in the department or through the AT Still Research Institute (Dr. Brian Degenhardt, DO).
What is your weekly schedule like? 
M-F 8-5 We start and end July 1. We are responsible for setting up labs. First years have lecture or lab every day M-Th. Second years generally have lab once a week. So every morning is spent in lab. Afternoons are spent either shadowing, in clinic, dissecting a cadaver, reading or helping students make up missed coursework.
How does your program schedule the fellowship with rotations? Do you have entire semesters on campus or do you mix the fellowship and rotations during the semester?
We spend the entire year between our 3rd & 4th year back on campus for the OMM fellowship.
Does your fellowship have a journal club?
We have resident didactics every Friday morning. Sometimes we do journals.
Do you have out rotations where you spend a day or more with an outside preceptor?
We a half day a week to shadow anyone we want in or out of the department.
Do you have to do a special project as part of the fellowship?
Under the guidance of our faculty mentor (kind of depends on what they are working on).
How does your your department choose new fellows? What is the interview process like?
There is an application process and an interview with faculty & Deans. Depends on grades, campus involvement and how well they work with other people.
